FROMTHE MANSE

Dear friends,

In his 2007 poem ‘Everlasting Sailing’,
Derick Thomson wrote of two old Lewis
fisherman that he knew from his youth,
‘with their cheeks chipped by the wind’s
chisels, and with a salt smirr on their beard
bristles.” He reflected that they ‘sail the
seas still...kindly eyes catching glimpses of
eternity, the warm home beyond the storm,
Jordan and Jerusalem...the loved one
awaiting.’

| hope you have had the chance over the
last two months to spend time with family
and friends, and perhaps to venture away
on holiday for some rest and relaxation.
We've just returned from spending time on
the west coast of Lewis, where close family
have recently moved. The sea and
Christian faith are deeply embedded within
the island’s culture. | had the exhilarating
experience of two long fishing trips among
the smaller islands and on the open sea,
and of lifting my brother- in- law’s creels,
with the catch of mackerel, haddock, ling,
lobster and crabs ending up on the evening
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dinner plates. We went wild swimming (with

wet suits!) and had evenings spent on
deserted beaches with the sun setting and
the tide lapping in on the waves. In the
remoteness and sometimes barren beauty
of the land, and in a boat drifting amongst
the sea stacks and the circling of the artic
terns, gannets and skua, seemingly far
away from any trouble or care, those
‘glimpses of eternity’ in the ‘everlasting
sailing’ were within grasp.

Although the Reformed faith of the people
of Lewis since the Reformation has often
been assumed to be a harsh and restrictive
form of Calvinism, it has formed the
bedrock of island and community living.
Scripture reading and psalm singing have
been the warp and weft of life. Visting the
blackhouses, | was struck by the wall cavity
where the family bible would have place of
honour, and the ‘Gospel Ship’ picture from
the late 19" Century on the wall. Later, |
bought the one pictured above at an
antiques shop, and the owner told me how
they appear in most local house
clearances. Sea and faith, devotion and
community, all inextricably linked.

| reflected on the irony that | was there ‘to
escape’ thoughts of life, work and faith for
a short while by immersing myself in the
scenery and seascapes, whereas | was in
a place where there are no such divisions —
heaven and earth are never far separated.
And much as | was seeking to avoid
contact with the world beyond my island
haven, images and stories online of the
tragedy that was unfolding in Afghanistan,
as well as the natural disasters in Haiti and
Louisiana, would not stop intervening. |
think I've learned that we can never fully
switch off the people around us, or the
world. Likewise, we can never shut away
God'’s presence. We may choose to ignore
or deny that God exists, or that he can have
any power or ability to act in our lives or
provide help times of challenge or sadness,
but then a word from a friend, an embrace
with a loved one, a moment of prayer or
reflection, might show us once more the
‘glimpse of eternity’; they might remind us
of the ‘warm home beyond the storm.’

In the summer services, we have been
following in the footsteps of St Paul in his
missionary journeys around the
Mediterranean. | was struck in reading
more deeply how strong was the presence
of the living Christ in Paul's life. His
message of Jesus as the long-awaited
Messiah provoked extreme reactions. Over
fourteen years, he was repeatedly stoned,
assaulted, verbally abused and imprisoned
in his encounters with different places and
cultures. And yet Paul never wavered from
faith, and in response to the attacks on him,
countered them not with inflammatory talk

or calls to retaliate, but with a Gospel
focused on respect, equality before God
and, most importantly, in the offering of
love to the other. I'm looking forward to
leading some weddings in the autumn, and
to hearing again those powerful words of
Paul from 1 Corinthians 13: ‘Love bears all
things, believes all things, hopes all things,
endures all things. And now faith, hope, and
love abide,and the greatest of these is love.’

As John Donne said, no-one is ‘an island’.
Whilst it is sometimes so refreshing to ‘get
away’, we are never far from the love of
God, expressed in our own faith and also
amongst each other as a Christian
community. We will soon return to two
Sunday services, open up again many of
our groups and gathering points, and look
forward to events when we can be with
each other such as the day pilgrimage,
student welcome and congregational
gathering. In all of this, and also for each
one of us in the quiet times in our own
home or in the beauty of the countryside,
be assured that God will be present and his
love will be near.

Readings: Acts 17:16 - 34 and 2 Timothy 4: 1 -7

Paul in Athens: Seeing Faith Through Another’s Eyes

Mark Twain sa|d of a particularly duII
minister, ‘when the pastor prays, he closes
his eyes, and when he preaches, | close
mine’.

Is this stuff striking the right chord? There’s
an unwritten assumption about preaching
that it has a value. Some argue that now
our digital and visual culture has rendered
preaching irrelevant and meaningless.
Words, words, words, when feelings and
emotions, the deeper experience of the
divine should be ‘where it's at’. So what'’s
the point anymore?

Not that blind adherence to tradition should
be applauded, but for starters it has been
one of the focal points of the whole
Reformed tradition over the past 500 years
that we're part of. That the word of God,
founded in the Scriptures, should be read
to all of the people in public, in a language
they can understand, and then those who
are trained or ordained, speak to the
gathering of the Christian community and
they interpret the Scriptures, together — as
the whole people of God they raise
questions and look for answers, they share
the story. And the hope is that, with the
work of the Holy Spirit, something is

communicated that strikes a
' | chord, that makes scripture come
| alive in our hearts, and through
_ |that mutual unpacking of the
word of God, we might feel the
closer presence of God, and
| begin to think about our own lives
and how God relates to it. At its
very best! At its worst, preaching
might give you a few minutes to
think about what’s for lunch, or of
| how bodily comfort and hard
| pews don’t often go together.

The point of preaching is to find
new and revealed meaning for
life. Activist Yolanda King said, ‘the best
sermons are those that are lived’. Not just
for me in what I've discovered. Or to show
off some learning I've picked up along the
way. It's about what works for you too. One
of my favourite descriptions is that the
preacher should imagine that he or she is
sitting beside a person in the pew, that the
Bible is open in front of them both, and
together they are trying to work out,
through the Bible passage, what God is
saying and where he is leading them. Or
that of the philosopher Soren Kierkegaard,
who said that the people think that the
preacher is an actor on the stage and they
are the critics, whereas in fact they are the
actors on the stage, and the preacher is
merely the prompter in the wings,
reminding them of their lost lines.

Finding again those lost lines, or striking
the right chord, is like having four of your
fingers on the keyboard of a piano or the
fretboard of the guitar — one note from
God’s word in Scripture, one note from the
preacher, one note from the listener, and
one note from the Holy Spirit sparking
ideas, thoughts, reflections: all meeting
together at once to make a lively, coherent,
occasionally beautiful sound.

And the listener, (you), is such a central
part of it. You bring your whole self to it.
Without you this is pointless, it's shouting at
the wind. Without you, there is discord, like
a child’s first scratchy attempts on a violin,
or Les Dawson clumsily bashing away at
the piano.

So let’s all forget sermons that say, ‘you’d
better listen up, people’, usually to the
sound of my voice or be damned, that
speak more of power than God. For
sometimes, as the song says, depending
on your era, it's by Ella Fitzgerald or by the
Fun Boy Three with Bananarama, ‘it ain’t
what you say, it's the way that you say it,
and that’'s what gets results’. This is more
about me, or indeed you in life, making
sense of God to another person. For if
there’s no communication of the Gospel
that has context and meaning, that takes
account of the culture, needs, the life, the
joys and woes of the other person, it's just
a series of hectoring, confrontational
propositions dressed up in doctrine. Who
could then blame those beyond these walls
for thinking, Christianity is totally irrelevant
for reality as | live it? It's all moralising, or
pie in the sky.

How do we then ground faith in the life of
the other, without selling out, or losing its
meaning and power? How do we ground
faith not only in its words, spoken from a
pulpit or chatted in a café, but engage with
another in faith in a genuinely empathetic
way? In a way that respects and even
understands, that listens and loves and
does not condemn, so that for the other the
sparks of faith begin to fly from where they
are, perhaps even unaffected by the
cultural baggage that we bring? How can
we allow other people to grow in faith in a
way that works for them, and not expect
them to become like us? How do we find
the open space to allow God to be seen
through another’s eyes? Those are some
of the big questions, for me, that should
drive thoughts of mission as the church
moves forward.

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The Jesuit missionary Vincent Donovan
wrote a very influential book in the 1970s
called Christianity Re-discovered, memoirs
of his missionary experiences with the
Masai people in southern Kenya. He
travelled from village to village, greeting
local people, helping them in any way if he
could, speaking if he was invited to about
his faith. After a few months, he asked what
they thought of this God he had been
describing and of Jesus, and whether they
had considered baptism, prayer, worship.

When Donovan was not present,
unbeknown to him, the Masai has been
assimilating the ideas he had given them,
in the context of their own lives. Those
ideas had been percolated through their

own culture and indigenous beliefs.
Unexpectedly, Donovan was then
presented with a series of almost

impossible theological questions, that he
could not answer from his own training. It
dawned on him that he had assumed that
his own understanding of the Gospel was
normative for the world, coming out of an
affluent Western Christendom culture - it
had many of the trappings of the thought
processes and cultural assumptions of the
West which made no sense there. None of
that had encumbered the Masai. Donovan
said, ‘now truly | was becoming the learner
as well as the teacher’.

Paul's encounter with Greek philosophers
in Athens in Acts 17 at the Areopagus

Council sharply raised just those issues,
and his response is informative for where
we are now as people living in a society:
where the Christian message is often a
foreign language wrapped up in an
unknown culture, and where as a
church as we seek to move ahead and
navigate in those swirling waters where
all tides of thought and belief collide.
Paul talked to the Greeks about their Gods,
their beliefs, their philosophy, and made
sense about who God and Jesus were in
that context. He spoke of the philosophy of
the Epicureans and the Stoics, he quoted
their poets. He sought to ground faith
through their eyes, as much as he could.
But at the end of his sermon, he did not shy
back from boldy stating the central points of
the Gospel that Jesus had come to
proclaim: repentance and resurrection.
Just as he urged Timothy in the second
letter: proclaim the message, be persistent,
convince, rebuke and encourage, with the
utmost patience in teaching. All of these
were on display in his brief time in the great
cultural and intellectual capital of its day.

Paul was there in Athens alone, waiting for
Silas and Timothy to arrive, at the very
epicentre of the whole classical tradition,
with its intellectual refinement and a whole
variety of deities to choose from — ‘pick and
mix’ religion indeed. Invited to address the
great collective wisdom of the Areopagus
Council, a governing authority who met on
a hill in the shadow of the Acropolis, Paul
was speaking to a highly educated crowd
completely unfamiliar with the Jewish

culture which ungirded this new Christian
religion.

How did he choose to communicate in this
strange and possibly hostile world? First,
he observed and he respected. Verse 22 —
| see how extremely religious you are in
every way, for as | went through the city |
saw the altar to the unknown god.

Second, he argued in verses 24 to 29 that

1 this unknown God was actually the one he

had been accused of babbling about. Were
he speaking to Jews he could have quoted
the Scriptures in support, but instead he
spoke of God as creator in a way that would
have been entirely familiar in the Greek
philosophical tradition, quoting two Greek
poets in verse 28 to affirm that all humanity
is the offspring of God. So far, everyone
would have recognised his language and
that the laying of common ground between
them was established — the two had met on
equal terms.

And when in verses 30 to 31 Paul then
explicitly set out the Christian message that
repentance and judgment were on the
horizon, underpinned by Jesus and the
resurrection of the dead, he did not
condemn his hearers for believing what
they did, despite having beliefs that we are
told that distressed Paul, nor did he do so
when some scoffed, some asked for more,
and some accepted. Paul simply moved
on.

In our day of religious pluralism, and of
many self-describing as ‘spiritual but not
religious’, we stand in a similar place — a
melting pot of ideas and theories, none
granted exclusive rights or dominance any
more. If our engagement with the world is
to be modelled on Paul in Athens, then
respect of all spiritually seeking is central,
as is understanding, observation and
walking alongside. Like Paul, we should not
expect that Christianity will resonate with
all, if indeed with many, and it is not our
place to condemn those that choose a
different path.

But we welcome those who do engage, and
those who may want to think and listen
again. As Clifton Black says, ‘all other
religious views do not have to be
dynamited to prove the gospel true.’

Jesus in parables and stories used
arguments that the people before Him
could understand in their language, to
address the important questions for them,
as did Paul. That too is the challenge as a
preacher. But if we are all a community of
saints, a priesthood of all believers, it is
also your challenge, as our faith meets our
lives in the world.

The big questions for all of us are - How do
we make it real? How do we ground faith in
our everyday lives, and also the lives of
those all around us, at home, at work, at
play? How does it make sense to believe in
God when we are there?

As Paul said in Athens, God does not live
in shrines made by human hands. If the
message of God only faces inwards, if it's
something that stays in this building, and
makes sense only if you have the
knowledge and the lingo, that is not a
Gospel that is living and breathing in the
world.

The great leader of the lona Community in
the last century, George MacLeod, wrote:

‘I simply argue that the Cross be raised
again at the centre of the market place
as well as on the steeple of the
church...Jesus was not crucified in a
cathedral between two candles, but on
a cross between two thieves; on the
town garbage heap; at a
crossroads...the kind of place where
cynics talk smut, thieves curse and
soldiers gamble. Because that is where
he died. And that is what he died
about’.

The Gospel is never communicated in a
vacuum. It's always about context and
culture - who we are, who other people are,
how they understand the world. There is no
pure message to be swallowed like a pill,
but only as it is translated to the market-
place, just like that crossroads at Calvary,
amongst all the glory and the mess of real
life. This is not a God contained in a shrine
made by human hands.

Whoever we are, however we hear the
Gospel, or feel our faith to be real, let us
rejoice in this life, this world, this God, the
promises of faith, resurrection and new life.
As we step forward into the unknown as a
church, as the followers of a loving and
ever faithful God, maybe we might find
together the presence of the divine once
more as we hear again those lost lines, as
we strike the right chords, here in God’s
house and in the world around us. Amen.

THE PLANET IS FLOODING, ABLAZE,
SUFFERING A PANDEMIC AND AT WAR

WHAT CAN 1 DO ?
HOW CAN | HELP ?

Things have become very uncertain for us
Afghans since the Taliban take over. This
is the start of a new grim and stark chapter
in the history of Afghanistan.
